RELEASE AND CONDITIONS OF ENROLLMENT FOR VIRGINA BALLET ACADEMY

TUITION AND PAYMENT:

All Virginia Ballet Academy Regular Classes require a full class season commitment (September-June) at all levels. Tuition for
the class season is paid MONTHLY and is due and payable by the 10th of each month for the current month’s classes. We will
apply $20.00 of late fees to payments more than 7 days late. Please make checks payable to Virginia Ballet Academy or
VBA and include your child’s name on the bottom..

CANCELLATIONS AND REFUNDS:

VBA is responsible for make-up classes only if a cancellation is due to the absence of the instructor or the closing of VBA.
Tuition is non-refundable if a student withdraws from a class mid-month. Tuition paid in advance for months ahead will be
refunded with a one-week notice.

DRESS CODE:
Students must be properly attired. Dancers may bring leg warmers, t-shirts, shorts & sweat parts for warm-up & between
classes, but may not wear those items in class.

e Creative Movement & Level 1 — Pink leotard with pink tights
e Level2,3 — Light Blue leotard with pink tights
o Level4d — Maroon leotard with pink tights
e Level5 — Navy blue leotard with pink tights
o Level6,7 — Black leotard with pink tights
e Advanced Ballet --Royall blue leotard with pink tights
e UDT Company dancers — Any color leotard with pink tights
e Adult Beg./ Int. ballet — No dress code but expected to wear appropriate dance attire
o Male students — T-shirts, black tights and black ballet shoes or white ballet shoes with white socks
e Female students — Pink ballet slippers with sewn elastics
(Pointe shoes must have ribbons with sewn elastics)
e Female dancers — hair must be up and nearly secured at all times during class

(short hair should be held back with a ribbon or band)
e Modern, Jazz, and Tap class students— Any color leotard or fitted shirt with black or gray tights
(Students may wear any style jazz or tap shoes)

Cut off tights and dangling jewelry is not permitted.
Students and their families shall never wear street shoes on the dance floor.

ATTENDANCE:
Punctuality is required for students to participate in the warm-ups necessary to maintain regular training. Absences and
tardiness slow progress of the group. Students who arrive late or leave early must have permission of the instructor.

PERMISSION FOR USE OF PICTURES:
| hereby authorize VBA to use any pictures of the student taken during classes, rehearsals, performances or other picture
sessions. Pictures of students may be used for future advertising, web page graphics, and brochures.

PARTICIPATION IN PERFORMANCES:

Each student must audition to be cast in a VBA performance, but all registered students will be cast in the annual Spring
performance. We require a $125 participation fee that will be used to pay for the rent of theatre space, costumes, and other
production costs. The participation fee is non-refundable.

GENERAL:
I hereby release VBA, its staff, and instructors from any liability for injury to my (or my child’s) person, or for loss or damage to
property, whether based on negligence or not, in any way incurred by reason of my participation in a VBA program.
